2)  The School will follow the rules and regulations of Right of Child to Free and
Compulsory Education Act. 2009 and Right of Child to Free and Compulsory
Education Rules 2009.

3)  The school will give admission to the children who belongs to weaker section
and deprived from education for 1* Std. to the extent of 25% of total number of
students and said education would be free and compulsory, Said norms should also
be followed for pre-primary Standards.
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4)  The school will be reimbursed for following section 12 (2) as per given in para

no.3.The school will be given a separate bank account for receiving said
reimbursement.
